SPECIAL NOTICE FROM THE SWISS EMBASSY  

 
Please note the following regulation concerning children who are named on their parent’s passport and travelling to 
Switzerland. 
 
The Swiss Alien’s Act 1.5.2004 states the following: 
 
“An alien’s spouse and children under sixteen years of age travelling with the passport holder may use the alien’s passport if 
their names and dates of birth are stated in the passport and the passport includes a photograph of the spouse and a 
photograph of each child over seven years of age.” 
This means: 
1. If the parent’s passport has been issued before 01.05.2004, children who have been named in this passport can 

travel with this document when accompanied by the parent 
2. If the parent’s passport has been issued after 01.05.2004, the following applies: 
 

a) A child up to age of 6 years who is named in this passport can travel with this document when 
accompanied by the parent 

b) A child who has turned 7 years of age and is named in parent’s passport is required to: 
i) Have his photograph included in the parent’s passport or 
ii)   Provide a photo identification card which has the following information: name, date  
     of birth and nationality 

 
In practise, as quite often neither of these options are available, this means, that in such case, the child is required to have his 

own passport.
